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Eligibility and Terms for both Fellowships:

Applicants must be students who work for members of the Parkinson Research Consortium.  The tenure of the award is for one (1) year at $15,000.  This award is non-renewable.  Members of the PRC cannot hold two consecutive   Fellowships.  The award must be awarded to a student who is working on projects directly related to PD research.

Review Process:

b) Complete CV

c) A one page description of the research to be performed

d) 2 letters of reference

All applications will be reviewed by the PRC Advisory Board.  A decision will be reached and the award provided by September 15th of that year.
