1.    Allow 3-4 weeks for the Review and Impact Costing process within the Department of Pathology and  

      Laboratory Medicine.

2. All research protocols are reviewed and costed by the Departmental Coordinator, Research Operations.

3. The completed Request for Laboratory Services Impact Review Forms, and a copy of the complete Study Protocol, should be forwarded to the Coordinator, Research Operations, TOH-General Campus, Department of Pathology and Laboratory Medicine, Critical Care Wing, 4th Floor, Room 4116.

4. The Request for Pathology and Laboratory Services Impact Review forms must be completed as part of the OHREB application process for all research laboratory tests that are additional to the Standard of Care. 
5. All research laboratory tests that are included in the budget to the funding agency or sponsor company must be included in this form.  
6. Phlebotomy and Storage are Pathology and Laboratory Medicine services and should also be included in the Impact Review costing form if required by the study. 
7. Client Code Program: Once OHREB approval is obtained it is the responsibility of the P.I. / Study Coordinator to contact the departmental Coordinator of Research Operations for study Client Code registration.
8. In-Service Meeting: (Pathology: 4-6 weeks. All other Divisions: 3-4 weeks) The In-Service meeting is a departmental requirement where details will be provided on the departmental Clinical Research Operations process. It is the responsibility of the P.I./Study Coordinator to contact the departmental Coordinator, Research Operations to arrange an In-Service meeting prior to study initiation. 
9. Laboratory tests are charged in accordance to the MOHLTC Schedule of Fees for Laboratory Services.  The department has developed costs for tests for which there are no OHIP rates. All test rates quoted are for a period of one year.
10. The Department of Pathology and Laboratory Medicine Research Client invoicing is done on a quarterly basis.
